Eligibility and Process

Families residing in WI and
Upper MI who are working with
LSS to complete a domestic or
international adoption are
eligible

Applications can be submitted
throughout the year and at any
time during the process

Applications will be reviewed
three times per year by a grant
committee the last week of
February, June and October

Grant awards will be based on
funds available and the applicant
pool. Average grant will range
from $750-$1,000
